These are wonderful, wonderful things said of Tychicus.  He 
is a dear brother.  He is a faithful minister.  He is a fellow 
servant in the Lord.  This is our goal for ministry month. 
We want all of our dear brothers and sisters to be faithful 
ministers and fellow servants in the Lord.  We want a church 
full of Tychicus-like believers. 

Believers  who  are  unknown,  never  bragged  on,  never 
preached on, not in our “hall-of-fame” heroes-of-faith list, 
seldom mentioned, simple old Tychicuses.  It is difficult to 
see the value in this in our culture of fame that idolizes being 
seen and noticed.  The cult  of “hero” and “celebrity” has 

crept  into  the  church  and  corrupted  our  notion  of 
“successful.” 
As you prepare for another year of ministry keep in mind 
three things.  (1) The church does not depend on you, (2) 
God  will  build  and  complete  his  church,  and  (3)  Your 
ministry in his church is a mercy-gift from him to you, not 
from you to him.
