
Trusting One We Cannot Fathom  

hen we talk about “trust” we automatically put up our defenses.  
“Trust me” are the words we often hear before we are tricked or 

cheated.  But because we can’t know everything, we still trust experts 
that have knowledge in a narrow field like doctors, lawyers, ministers 
and teachers.  Even then we can be disappointed.  So when the 
scriptures advise us to trust the Lord, we are a little conflicted.  Can I 
trust him?  Is this safe?  If you do seek him, if you read his Word, 
observe his creation, walk with him in your daily experiences – you 
will find out for yourself how trustworthy he is.  The Lord says, “Taste 
and see that the LORD is good; blessed is the man who takes refuge in 
him” (Psalm 34:8).  Jesus said, “If anyone chooses to do God's will, he 
will find out whether my teaching comes from God or whether I speak 
on my own” (John 7:17). 

The reason God is in a different category than our narrowly focused 
and flawed “experts” is that he is one who is perfect in knowledge.  
Complete.  The flawless expert on everything and everyone.  Who 
knows every detail of all the people who have ever lived (estimated to 
be about 107 billion people).  Can we even imagine?  The scriptures 
say no, we can’t imagine.  We aren’t wired for it:   

6 Seek the LORD while he may be found; call on him while he is near.  
7 Let the wicked forsake his way and the evil man his thoughts.  Let 
him turn to the LORD, and he will have mercy on him, and to our God, 
for he will freely pardon.  8 "For my thoughts are not your thoughts, 
neither are your ways my ways," declares the LORD.  9 "As the 
heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your 
ways and my thoughts than your thoughts” (Isaiah 55:6-9). 

“Great is the LORD and most worthy of praise; his greatness no one 
can fathom” (Psalm 145:3). 
 
33Oh, the depth of the riches of the wisdom and knowledge of God!  
How unsearchable his judgments, and his paths beyond tracing out!  
34"Who has known the mind of the Lord?  Or who has been his 
counselor?" (Romans 11:33-34). 
 

God is trustworthy.  We misperceive, misunderstand, and only see our 
little part.  God sees it all.  Trust him.  Trust him to the very end.  He 
loves you.
