(Make sure that the 2 fabrics
coordinate. One print and one coordinating solid work well together.)
e 2 pairs of sharp scissors to cut the fringes. (You’ll take these back home.)

Each
blanket will take about 30 minutes to assemble. Blanket Kits (with the fabric already pre-cut) can be
purchased in craft stores and they are also welcomed. Are you the only person from your congregation
attending the retreat?
